This verse is quite a good summary of the past few 
months of my life! Our heavenly Father has blessed me in 
so many ways. I am currently back at the International 
House of Prayer (IHOP) in Kansas City launching into this 
new stage in my life as an intercessory missionary. 
 
As an intercessory missionary, my main area of ministry is 
intercession and worship in the Prayer Room. I spend 
around 30 hours a week in the Prayer Room focused 
solely on prayer. In addition to that time, I am very 
involved with the sound department. As a sound tech, I 
run sound for a worship team and I record some Prayer 
Room sets for a CD that IHOP puts out called “Limited 
Edition”. It features the “best of” the Prayer Room over a 
two month period and currently goes out to over 2,000 
subscribers every two months. Also, I am involved in the 
healing rooms where anyone who wants prayer for 
physical healing can come at an appointed time and 
receive prayer. 
 
I am supported financially totally by individuals and 
organizations that choose to partner with me. My biggest 
need at this time is for consistent monthly or yearly 
supporters. “For where two or three are gathered together 
in My name, I am there in the midst of them.” (Matthew 
18:20). Although physically we may be many miles apart, 
we can be together in spirit as we worship and praise our 
awesome God.

This revelation of this emotion of God has been 
transforming my life. These two verses have had an amazing impact on the 
way I view my heavenly Father and how I relate to Him. 

□ Psalm 18:19b - “He delivered me because He delighted in me.” 
□ Zephaniah 3:17 - “The LORD your God in your midst, the Mighty One, 

will save; He will rejoice over you with gladness, He will quiet you with 
His love, He will rejoice over you with singing.” 

We need to understand that God is a God who is not mostly mad or mostly 
sad, but He is mostly glad!
