WHAT GOD IS TEACHING ME

Hypostatic union — (n) A theological term for the concept
that Jesus Christ is both fully Man and fully God.

| have been studying this concept during this past month
and it is making my heart come alive! We need to give
ourselves to the study of Jesus. We need to look at who
He is and what He did in His ministry on earth 2000 years
ago. We need to know what He is doing today and what
He will do before, during, and after His second coming to
this earth.

Jesus is ‘the Lamb slain from the foundations of the world.” (Rev. 13:8) The
Trinity as complete, self-giving, humble Love, decided to create a people in
their image who could interact in the same love that forever exists between
the Father, the Son and the Spirit. But love is only possible as a choice. So
God created Man knowing fully that we were going to rebel and that
atonement would be needed for full restoration, so that the Trinity can dwell
with man on earth. (Rev 21:3, Eph 1:9-10) | can almost imagine the Son
coming up to the Father and saying “I'll go to earth and forever become a
man so that we can have someone else with whom we can share this divine
ecstasy of perfect, unselfish love.” So the Son, who is very God of very God,
became a MAN! He is forever 100% man AND 100% God. We can very
easily give this concept intellectual assent. But really thinking about this when
reading the Bible, especially the gospels, has me totally “messed up” and
praising Him in wonder and adoration. We can think about it this way. Most of
the time when we think about Jesus healing people we think, “Of course He
did; He’'s God.” And when we think of Him being tempted and sweating blood
in the Garden of Gethsemane we think, “Of course He did, He’'s human.”
What has totally changed my perspective is realizing that Jesus healed
everyone who asked, He is fully MAN. And when He wept or was sweating
blood, He is fully GOD! Song of Solomon 1:7a says, “Tell me, O You whom |
love, where You feed Your flock, where You make it rest at noon.” There are
a couple different interpretations of this verse but one way | really like to look
at it is as the cry of my heart to know Jesus, to know how He lived life, and to
know how He did ministry as a Man perfectly “in tune” with the Holy Spirit. We
need to “know Him and the power of His resurrection!” (Philippians 3:10)

WHAT IS IHOP ALL ABOUT?

On September 19, 1999, a prayer meeting began which continues to this day.
From dawn to dusk and through the watches of the night, prayer and worship
continues twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week. The Prayer Room is
the heartbeat — the essence and origin — of all that goes on at the
International House of Prayer.
